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*With the recommendation of our veterinarians, we will be requiring proof
of the Flu/Rhino vaccine within the horse show year as a reassurance
that each individual is involved in a routine health care plan.

We trust that all horse owners will be vigilant in protecting their own
animals by reducing the risk of exposure. We hope that everyone will be
following strict quarantine procedures in their own facilities, keeping up to
date on all vaccinations, periodically checking temperatures, and most
importantly, by not knowingly traveling with infected animals.
